________Graduating senior, accepted to an accredited 2 or 4 year college/university or arts conservatory

Communicate effectively and with confidence.

The SOCSA scholarship recipients will be seniors who have embraced the opportunities to participate in an arts academy and can articulate how the experience has enhanced and enriched their student life.  Do not ask a parent or sibling to “help” you with your essay; the scholarship committee wants to hear YOUR voice.
